 The district shall implement and enforce an internet safety plan meeting the 

requirements of both the federal and the Kansas Children’s Internet Protection Act 

(CIPA).  The superintendent shall develop a plan to implement the Children’s Internet 

Protection Act.   

 Such plan shall include technology protection measures and such other measures 

as deemed appropriate to address the following issues: 

 (1) Access by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet and World Wide 
Web; 
(2) The safety and security of minors when using electronic mail, chat rooms, and 
other forms of direct electronic communications; 
(3) Unauthorized access, including so-called “hacking,” and other unlawful 
activities by minors; 
(4) Unauthorized disclosure, use, and dissemination of personal information 
regarding minors; and 
(5) Measures designed to restrict minors’ access to materials that may be harmful 
to them. 
 

 Fo r  the  purposes  o f  th i s  po l i cy ,  “minor”  sha l l  be  de f ined  to  

mean  any  s tuden t  who  i s  18  yea r s  o f  age  o r  under .   The  boa rd  cha rges  

the  super in tenden t  to  deve lop  the  CIPA implement ing  p lan  so  tha t  a l l  

o f  t he  p ro tec t ions  p rov ided  by  th i s  po l i cy  and  the  cor re spond ing  p lan  

may  be  a f fo rded  to  a l l  d i s t r i c t  s tuden t s ,  r egard le ss  o f  the i r  age .  

 I f  t h e  d i s t r i c t  i s  p r o v i d i n g  p u b l i c  a c c e s s  t o  a n y  c o mp u t e r ,  t h e  

C I P A p l an  s h a l l  a l s o  i mp l e m e n t  a n d  e n f o r c e  t e c h n o l o g y  p r o t e c t i o n   

m e a s u r e s  t o  e n s u r e  n o  mi n o r  h a s  a c c e s s  t o  v i s u a l  d ep i c t i o n s  t h a t  a r e  c h i l d  

p o r n o g r a p h y ,  h a r m f u l  t o  m i n o r s ,  o r  o b sc e n e .   Th i s  p lan  sha l l  be  on  f i l e  

wi th  the  board  c le rk  and  in  each  schoo l  o f f i ce  wi th  In te rne t  access ,  

and  cop ie s  sha l l  be  ava i l ab le  upon  reques t .   The  super in tenden t  sha l l  

ensure  compl iance  wi th  CIPA by  comple t ing  Federa l  Communica t ion  

Commiss ion  fo rms  as  requ i red .
